
Depending on the importance level of the
media, different styles and formats
(e.g. size, color, alignment) are assigned to each. 
The information hierarchy is translated into a
visual hierarchy. This determines the web design.

The media to be
presented can take many
forms (e.g. text, images) and
sizes (e.g. short/long text,
small/large image).

A presentation is generated as an html 
document on-the-fly.The visual layout of 
the presentation differs depending on 
how many media need to be presented 
and the relations amongst the different 
media.
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In Semantic Web (SW), it is possible to 
automate interface creation because, unlike the 
web, SW provides explicit knowledge about 
relationships between pieces of information. In a 
SW search application, the type of media to be 
presented is unknown beforehand. This makes an 
appropriate interface template more difficult to create.

The goal of this research is to facilitate the automation 
of the information architecture and web design 
processes by encapsulating design principles to 
create a user friendly presentation on-the-fly.

The media are organized
into a hierarchy, which places them
in different groups and levels of
importance. This determines 
the information architecture.
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
